Will accept any plastic
container that is one gallon or less in size, has a neck and
can be bought in a grocery store.

(Unacceptable: Hard plastic, plastic bags, cool whip or
margarine tubs, hoses, caps, pipe, toys, etc.)

NEWSPRINT, CATALOGS AND MAGAZINES -
Bagged or bundled, dry and clean. Phone books are
accepted.

CORRUGATED CARDBOARD - will be accepted,
needs to be flattened. May be brought to one of the three
(3) cardboard dumpsters located at City of Osakis
Maintenance Shop @ 14 Nokomis Street East.
